APPLICATION

This practice covers techniques that are of general use in securing and analyzing microgram quantities of samples by infrared (IR) spectrophotometric techniques.  This practice includes, inter alia, discussion of the use of micro cells, analysis of gas and liquid chromatography fractions, as well as the use of an IR microscope.  This method may be applicable to the analysis of articles classified in Chapter 50 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
