APPLICATION

According to ASTM E 1252, “This practice covers the spectral range from 4000 to 50 cm-1 and includes techniques that are useful for qualitative analysis of liquid-, solid-, and vapor-phase samples by infrared spectrophotometric techniques for which the amount of sample available for analysis is not a limiting factor.”  This method includes, inter alia, procedures for processing polymers (with a chart of polymer solubilities).

The method describes basic techniques for sample handling that should prove useful for any type of substance encountered on or among textile materials classifiable in Chapter 58 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
