APPLICATION
This method covers the determination of the resin acids in tall oil, gum, or wood rosin after conversion to their methyl esters.  It uses a packed column gas chromatograph.  This method is applicable to Chapter 38, Subheading 3806.10, of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).
