SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION

This method is used to determine the water resistance of woven anoraks, ski-jackets, windbreakers, and other similar articles; trousers, breeches, and bib and brace overalls in Chapter 62 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).

Use of this method to address quantitative HTSUS criteria requiring specified accuracy should include a determination of the precision and accuracy and an evaluation of its fitness for use in the specific application.
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
